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In 2017, 25 hectares (66% of the red vineyard) were organic. The has estate applied for 
the ECOCERT certification by 2022. On the Fourcas terroir, 22 hectares are entirely 
worked (under and in between vines) the 4 ways: butting during the 2016 winter, 
debutting in March 2017, followed by soil work during spring, butting after harvest 
(November 2017). The frost of April 27th on a strip of parcels of Listrac will have as a
consequence lower yields. The mid-blossoming takes place from July 24th to August 
8th for the Merlot and Cabernet, from August 14th to 25th for the Petit Verdot that enters 
for the first time the Château Fourcas Hosten blend! Harvest will last 10 days from 
September 14th to 27th. At the winery, the precision of the optical sorting table 
guarantees the optimum selection. A specific attention is given to precise extractions 
using intelligent sprinklers: optimization of the pomace for a proper and soft 
extraction according to the level of each parcel and to the different sizes and shapes 
of squared tanks. Vertical press only. With 2/3 of Cabernet Sauvignon, the 2017 vintage 
has character. Precise, it offers a great quality of tannins.
